History Taking Skills

Taught during Clinical III - Fall

Students will need to perform the following during the Summer and after introduction to the key features and correlations for a medical history.

1.  Made introductions 

2.  Asked about current health and illnesses when appropriate 

3.  Asked about medications, current and past 

4.  Asked about the current history including mechanism, symptoms, and timing 

5.  Asked about any past history including treatment, timing, and past procedures 

6.  Asked about pertinent features of sport, team, family/room mates 

7.  Asked about and determined details about the area and nature of pain 

8.  Determine temporary hypotheses and approach to the examination
