Palpation Skill

Taught during Clinical II and III - Summer and Fall

Students will need to perform the following during the Summer and after introduction to the process of palpation with skill in detecting tension, depth, moisture, and tissue differentiation.

1.  Located an appropriate reference landmark 

2.  Palpated a portion of the structure identified that is verifiable 

3.  Located the entire structure (length, width, and depth) by either palpation and/or definite outlining over the skin 

4.  Verified that the structure was correct  by an appropriate maneuver
