Communication Issues
What do you initially say when you come to an acutely injured athlete that you do not know and the issue is serious?


Example: “My name is Dan Foster.   I am an athletic training student.  I can help with your injury or I can help you find out what to do or I can help.”


“(Name of person) Is it all right for me to examine you for injuries?”


“Do you have pain anywhere?”


“Do you have any medical conditions or take any medicines?”


“When did you last eat or drink?”

Example: “Jim, I’m here.   I need to examine you.  Stay calm and we’ll get this done as quickly as possible.  OK?”


“Jim, where does it hurt the most?”


“How did it happen?”
