Womans Basketball 2008 Big Ten Champions

Just minutes away from the opening tipoff of the 2007-2008 season the Iowa Women’s basketball locker room was filled with high expectations.  However, picked to finish 8th, the rest of the Big Ten was waiting for just another mediocre season from the Hawkeyes.  But this group of Hawkeyes was not about to prove everyone else right.  Returning everyone from the previous season including the return of Iowa Senior Johanna Solverson from her second ACL surgery and Sophomore JoAnn Hamlin who sat out after transferring from Kansas State, the Hawkeyes looked to improve on a dismal season.

After countless hours of pre-season practice it was evident this group of 13 girls was ready for a change.  The team got off to a great start going 6-0 including 2 wins against instate rivals Drake and Northern Iowa.  Iowa then headed south for the Caribbean Challenge in Cancun, Mexico. The last game of the tournament pitted the Iowa Hawkeyes against Pac 10 powerhouse and nationally ranked Arizona State.  This game proved to be one of the best of the tournament with a back and forth score the entire game.   Iowa ended up losing 60-58, but gained confidence that would propel them the rest of the season.

The next month proved difficult for the Hawks losing 6 of its next 11 games including the inaugural Big Ten/ACC challenge, to instate rival Iowa State, the KCRG-TV9 Hawkeye Challenge and 3 out of its 4 Big Ten games.  After the Hawks saw a 13 point lead fade away in East Lansing, they decided something had to change.  After some self reflection Iowa was reenergized and ready to take over the Big Ten.  The Hawks proceeded to go on an 8 game win streak in the Big Ten gaining revenge on every team that had previously beaten them.  This 8 game win streak not only made a statement to the Big Ten, but it also awarded the Hawks fearless leader with her 500th career Victory.  Coach Bluder walked away from Happy Valley not only with her teams 8th straight win, but also with a career mark of 500 wins placing her in the company of some of women’s basketball greats.   

With a win over Northwestern, the team picked to finish 8th in the Big Ten found themselves on top tied for 1st with Ohio State.  Unfortunately with losses to Purdue and Ohio State that stay at the top did not last long.  The Hawkeyes found themselves in 2nd place with only two games left in the regular season.  But with a win over Northwestern and an Ohio State loss the Hawks found themselves tied for first once again.  The only thing standing in their way was Wisconsin.  After only narrowly defeating the Badgers in Iowa City, the Hawks had a hard task ahead of them, but they were up to the challenge.  The Iowa Women’s Basketball team walked into Madison ready for the challenge, and walked out of Madison Big Ten regular season champs.  

Combing back to Iowa City and walking into Carver Hawkeye Area with all the Hawkeye faithful waiting to celebrate a championship was a feeling unlike any other.  These fans had stuck by the Hawks through good seasons and bad and it was at that moment that they got a chance to see their Hawks back on top.   For the seniors this was quite a way to end their careers.  For the team, this was showing the Big Ten they belonged on top.  For the Hawkeye nation this was a return of the Big Ten Championship title which had eluded the Hawks for 8 years.

The Big Ten Tournament in Indianapolis continued to be a stage for the Hawks to prove just how good they really were. With a bye in the first round Iowa was set to face Michigan in their opening round of play.  The Hawks got off to a great start and ended up beating the Wolverines 58-37.  This mark set a Big Ten Tournament record for fewest points allowed in a game. Though the Big Ten tournament did not have the storybook ending that the Hawks would have liked, it still propelled them into the NCAA tournament.  Iowa was granted a 9 seed in the tournament pitted to face # 8 Georgia, an SEC powerhouse.   Once again the NCAA tournament did not turn out quite like the Hawks would have hoped, but Iowa had nothing to be disappointed about.  This group of 13 women proved many people wrong on their quest for a Big Ten championship, and they will continue to prove skeptics wrong on their quest for a second straight Big Ten championship next season.

The Hawkeyes started off the wrestling season with a successful outlook for the team with the roster now composed of 3 out of the 5 Virginia Tech transfers and returning 2 All Americans from last season. There were many wins during the regular season most notably the win over Iowa State at Ames and only one devastating loss to Oklahoma State to a packed Carver Hawkeye Arena.

High expectations were placed on the Iowa Wrestling team and coach Tom Brands after four champs and a team championship at the Midlands Tournament in December of 2007.  It was then onto the National Duals in January at UNI when they won their first title in 12 years beating out Nebraska in the finals to regain the No.1 ranking.  

After the end of a great season, March was the month to shine for the Iowa Wrestling team.  With tons of fans to cheer them on, it was onto the Big Ten Tournament in Minnesota to prove they deserved to be ranked No. 1.  It was very intimidating walking into Gopher territory with everyone out to get us, especially when Minnesota was at the top of the points list going into the second day’s matches.  However, Iowa’s performance in the consolation rounds, winning 11 out of the 13 matches, lifted the Hawkeyes past Minnesota and gave them their first Big Ten Championship in 4 years.  Furthermore, the Hawkeyes qualified 9 out of the 10 weight classes for the National Tournament.
The pressure was on for the top-ranked Hawkeyes because in less than two weeks it was onto the National Championships in St. Louis.  Coach Brands had a memorable statement that was used as a motivation to the team throughout the season, “the challenge is the same every year.  The battle is in-state, the battle is Big Ten conference, regional, the battle is national.  The battle is planet Earth.  And if they find life out there, then the battle will be the universe.”  This reminded the guys that they have worked hard to get where they are and that they can take on anyone who comes there way.  This attitude along with a huge fan support was brought to St. Louis where the Iowa Wrestling team was named the 2008 National Champions!  The Hawkeyes led the whole tournament by a significant points margin and finished with 117.5 points, which was 38.5 points ahead of 2nd place Ohio State.  This was the 10th largest winning margin in tournament history.  

The Hawkeyes “went there, dominated, and came home” with two National Champions, Mark Perry and Brent Metcalf, and lots of hardware.  But this wasn’t the time to just quit now.  Metcalf stated, “We did a good job, we had a great season and the important thing to remember is we’re not stopping here.  We’ve got more work to do and we’re never satisfied.  This mentality is what encompassed the lives of every Iowa Wrestler, and is what will lead them to rebuilding the Iowa Wrestling program to the level of interest and intensity as it used to be with Dan Gable.
